Different level of competition — different
amout of points distributed (0,25x — 2x)

WR to be aligned with the competition
structure of canoe sprint

Two-year-cylce — points awarded as per bes
results of the last 2 years

WR events and dropout dates to be confirmed
in advance (last day of previous month)

WR published every month

2 years

Tiebreaker rules - TBD

e Highest placed athlete on a higher ranked
competition closest to the date of publishing

e More World Ranking competitions attended
(even if points earned in a competition
doesn’t count into WR points)

o Better previous ranking

e Better ranking in another category —
e Younger athlete

e Randomly assigned (computer)
